El Gobierno de la RD participa en las nepociaciones comerciales de
la Rueda Kennedy con miras a llegar a un mayor grado de liberalizacidn
y expansidn del comercio internacional.

El Gobierno de la R]) ha estudiado detenidamente el desarrcllo de
las negociaciones comerciales, y las he evaluado en funcidn de los
programas de desarrollo del pafs. Sobre estas bases la RD desea formular
una contrlbu01on general en ciertas dreas de su comercic ewterlor (mle
serd concretada de manera especifica ulteriormente) para que’ "o considere
como participante pleno en las negociacioness. El Gobierno de la
Repiblica Dominicana recuerda 2 los participantes en estas negoeciacicnes
que la contribucidn de los paises menos dpsarrolladoc iebe examinarse
teniendo en cuenta las necesidades de estos pafses en materia ds desarrollc
y comercio, y la decisidn de gue los paises desarrcilados no deben esperar
recibir plena reciprocidad de vparte de los vafses menos desarrollados.

El Gobierno dominicano hace su oferta de acuerdo a las siguientes
consideraciones generales:

1. Siendo la RD primordialmente un paf agvfcola y exportador de
productos primarios, . el sector erterno de su economia ha sufrido cons-
tantemente de las fluctuaciones de esos productos en el mercado mundial,
lo cual ha originado una situacién externa de vagos de=favorable, moti-
vando la creacidn de ciertos mecanismos de control cambiario asf comoc
de depdsitos prevics a las lnporta01ones. 3in embargc, el Gobilernc de
la_Btha suprinido de la lista de productos sujetos a denou1to& previes
aquellas importaciones de b"eneq llamedos de pripera necesidad que son
importados en su neyoria de pafises desarroll aﬁbs ¥ que son de interés
para los paises participantes en las negocianiones. FEsta volitica de
liberalizacidn debe ser considerada como contribucidén actusl a los
objetivos de las negociaciones.

2. La Repdblica Dominicana mantiens leyes especiales arancelarias

y de fomento en ciertos sectores determlnanﬂo en esa forma un aceceso
favorable al merecado dominicano. 4asi por ejemplo, 1z lay de Tncentive
Industrial, la Ley de Minerfa y diversas otras leyes "oloean temporal-
mente algunos productos, como los de la nesra y de la leche, librass ‘s
derechos. La Republisca Dominicaza considers gue esto comstituye unua
contribucidn conereta a las nesocizeisnes, sin perjuinic de contribulr
con ofertas en otras lineas de productos.

3. Y por dltimo cabe destacar aus sl Gobierns de l?.;:Lha creado
muy recientemente la Junta para la Refcrma Tributaria, que eal;zgra,
entre otras cosas, un intenso estudic del sistema arannelar%o dominiecanc

En relaridén con los ua{uea desarroliados ¥ teniende =n cuenta
los beneficios que la Republics Dominicana estera recibir de la
Rueda Kennedy, solicitudes especificas savdn enviadas a los distintos
participantes, con el objeto que se eliminen los derecha: en aguelios



productos tropicales de interds para el pafs, y que se modifiquen las
listas de excepciones en ciertos casos. Tgualmente el Gobierno
Dominicano confia en que los pafses desarrollados adoptardn medidas
que posibiliten las exportaciones de menufacturas y semimanufacturas,

especialmente en el sector de industrias de transformacidn de productos
agricolas.

El Gobierno de la Repdblica Dominicana manifiesta su intencidn
de estudiar y negociar, ademds, con otros vafses mencs desarrcliados
que asi lo deseen, las medidas que hagan ampliar el comsrcio entre ellos.

CONTRIBUTION OF THE DOMINICAN REPUELIC
TO THE KENNEDY ROUND OF TRADE NEGOTTATIONS

The Government of the Dominican Republic is participating in the Kennedy
Round with a view to achieving a greater degree of liberalization and expension
of international trade,

The Government of the Dominican Republic has carefully studied the progress
of the trade negotiations and has evaluated them in relation to our national
development programmes. On these bases, the Dominican Republic wishes to
formulate & general contribution in certain areas of its foreign trade (to be
spelt out .in detail later) so that it may be considered as a full participant
in the negotiations. The Government of the Dominican Republic wishes to recall
. to the participants in these negotiations that the contiibution of the - less~
developed countries must be examined taking into account those countries' needs
in regard to development and trade, and also the decision that the developed
countries must not expect to receive full reciprocity from the less-developed
countries.. . R o '

The Dominican Republic makes its offer in accordance with the following
general considerations:-: ‘ '

1. 8ince the Dominican Republic is essentially an agricultural- country and an
exporter of primary products, the external sector of its economy has suffered
constantly from fluctuations in prices of these products in the world market;
this has resulted in an unfavourable balance of payments, requiring the intro-
duction of certain exchange control measures and also prior deposits on imports.
Nevertheless, the Government of the Dominican Republic has removed from the list
of products requiring prior deposits, those imports of goods considered as being
essential, which are imported mostly from developed countries and are of interest
to the ecountries participating in the negotiations. This liberalization policy
should be considered as a practical contribution to the objectives of the

negotiations.

2. The Dominican Republic maintains special legislation on customs and develop-
ment matters in certain sectors, thus ensuring favourable access to the Dominican
market. For example, the Law on Industrial Promotion, the Mining sz, and
various others grant duty-free admission to certain products, on ai emporizrs
basis, including fishery and dairy products. The Dominican Republic wzzgs“

that this constitutes a practical contribution to the negotiations, o

pre judice to any contribution comprising offers on other products.

Z Lastly, it should be pointed out that the Government of the Dominican
Republic has recently established a Tax Ref‘or'm Commission, which will,
inter alia, carry out ‘g,detailed study of the Dominican customs s¥ystem in
order to recommend Improvements therein, and the intere_sts_ of participating
countries can be consldered in this context:

With respect to the developed countries, and taking into account the
benefits which the Dom#iican Republic hopes to rec&ive from the Kennedy Roung,
specific requests will be sent to the various participants with a view to the
elimination of dutles on those tropical products which are of interext
to our country, and with a view to amendments to the exceptions lists in
certain cases. Likewlse, the Dominican Government 1s confident that the
developed countries will adopt measures to permit exports of manufactures ang
semi-manufactures, particularly products of the Industries processing agricul-
tural produce.

The Government of the Dominican Republic; states its intention to study and
negotiate, furthermore, with other less-developed countries who wish to do so,
as regards measures for the expansion of trade between them.

In conclusion, the Dominican Republic declares that it is prepared to take

into congideration eany requests addressed to 1ts Government and to enter into
bilateral negotiations on them. : :
